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PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE SUSAN GRAY

On May 15 we had a great Alley Sweep. We have a long history of great Alley Sweeps, but this one in particular
was something of a miracle. After being told we wouldn't be offered this clean-up opportunity we were then told
we could buy one for an amount of money that was prohibitive. Thanks to the persistence of Fred Bremer, our
Alley Sweeper in Chief, we were able to get a sweep for an affordable price. The catch was, in order to have it
before the public events we have planned for June we had only 6 days to pull it together. Well, in true St. Anne's
Hill spirit we DID pull it together! We had a great turn out, we got everything taken care of in record time and had
fun in the process. Thank you to every single one of you for making this sweep a success.

Did | mention we won't get another sweep this year? Did | mention we won't have another one before Trash &
Treasure and Garden Tour? Yes, | think so! This means we need to rely on ourselves and our neighbors to keep
our alleys, properties and public areas neat for the rest of the year. How? Well, we can rely on the city waste
removal department for bulk trash pickups. They will pick up bulk trash on the last Friday of every month, but you
have to call in advance and have them add your address to their schedule. Call 333-4800 to get on the roster.
Encourage your neighbors to do the same. Encourage your neighbors to keep their properties neat. If you have
no luck with encouragement you can call our housing inspector, Mike Wienkauf, at 333-3921 and make a report
about nuisance properties. He will come out and officially "encourage" people to clean up. You can also call me,
or our housing department liaison, Craig Matthews, to get help. Our numbers appear on the back of the
newsletter. We'll make that second call that flags your complaint as more urgent.

The Division of Housing Inspection publishes a flyer entitled Neighborhood Yard Standards, which all residents
receive in the new neighbor welcome packet St. Anne's Hill delivers. Contained in this

pamphlet is a 12-point checklist you can use to make sure your property is in compliance with the city guidelines.
At the bottom of the checklist it states that failure to correct violations may result in a

misdemeanor citation (costing a minimum of $100.00) and/or legal notice being issued. For your convenience that
checklist is reprinted here.

I'm looking forward to seeing all of you at our great June events, Trash
& Treasure and Garden Tour. See you then.

NEIGHBORHOOD YARD STANDARDS COMMON VIOLATIONS
12 POINT CHECKLIST SUSAN GRAY

1. Trash, debris and broken glass not picked up on the premises (includes to the midpoint of the alley). Waste for
City removal placed for pick up earlier than one day before scheduled pick up date.

2. Bushes, hedges, vines, weeds and/or trees growing into right of way or obstructing view of traffic.

3. Inoperative/junked and (or) unlicensed vehicle stored outside or vehicle parked on the lawn. No auto parts or
outdoor storage of other inappropriate materials.

4. Rodents in the yard -- call Rodent Control Services at 333-3977 for free outdoor baiting. Dog/animal feces not
picked up daily. Pet food left out provides food for rodents.

5. Overgrown grass -- not neatly cut and trimmed (mulch or compost after cutting). City will not remove grass.
Ground cover required throughout yard and dog run area.

6. Bulk items (stoves, refrigerators, TV's, furniture an other items for special pick up) are not to be placed for pick
earlier than day before scheduled pick up date. Schedule pick up date by calling 333-4800.

7. Over stuffed/indoor furniture stored or used outdoors.

8. Motor vehicle (including motorcycles) parked on lawn or yard walk.

9. Containers holding stagnant water provide mosquito breeding habitat. Remove or treat with larvacide.

10. Trim trees away from house and garage. Remove/trim dead limbs from tree. Remove dead trees form yard.
11. Commercial and business equipment stored on residential property, no trucks rated over one ton.

12. Waste container stored where offensive to occupants of adjacent properties, and/or offensive waste in
container.

The "Visual Representation of St. Anne's Hill: Working Together to Build Community" mosaic mural, being made
by the K12 Gallery for Young People, is nearing completion. It will be installed in June on the wall at
Liederkrantz-Turner along Fifth Street. The primary source of funding for this project is a grant from the MetLife
Foundation. Other contributors include The Dayton Rotary, Earl Reeder Associates in the Oregon District,
students at K12, lead artist Jessica MacMillan, and residents from St. Anne's Hill.
